RESPONSIBLE TO: Head Lifeguard

GENERAL QUALIFICATIONS:
· Has a personal relationship with Jesus Christ exhibiting evidence of a consistent, growing faith

· Has a desire to serve the Lord and make Him known to others
· Is in agreement with WCRC’s purpose, ministry and policies
· Is flexible and able to work with staff, guests and others
· Is here to serve, not to be served
SPECIFIC QUALIFICATIONS:
· Dependable, mature, possessing leadership qualities and public relations skills
· Current Certification: American Red Cross Lifeguard Training, or equivalent
· Current Certification: American Red Cross CPR for the Professional Rescuer or American Heart Assoc. Infant, child and adult CPR

GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES:
Ensuring the safety of the facility patrons by preventing and responding to emergencies, observation of water quality, cleaning of pool and surrounding area.

SPECIFIC RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Maintains constant surveillance of patrons in the facility; acts immediately and appropriately to secure safety of patrons in the event of emergency
· Provides emergency care and treatment as required until the arrival of emergency medical services

· Enforces all aquatic facility policies, rules, and regulations 
· Complies with WCRC’s pool dress code (modest one piece swimsuits that do not show cleavage/midriff or are cheeky-style/high cut)
· Presents professional appearance and attitude at all times, and maintains a high standard of customer service

· Inspect the aquatic facility and report unsafe conditions and equipment to the Pool Manager

· Performs opening and/or closing checklists 

· Prepares appropriate accident or rescue reports

· Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned

· Attend in-service trainings and meetings
